Lancaster Parking Authority is shooting to have a quarter of its parking transactions made through its parking app by the end of the year.
It is well on its way.
Currently, 22.5 percent of all of the city’s parking transactions are done using the app, called Park Lancaster. Larry Cohen, executive director of the authority, said he is confident the authority will hit 25 percent by December.
But he is not relying on confidence alone.
This month the authority is offering one free hour of parking per account on the app to celebrate the city’s new Lancaster City Indie Retail Week, which runs from July 15 to 21 and was launched by the Lancaster City Alliance to put a spotlight on Lancaster’s independent retailers.
The free-parking initiative is part of the authority’s effort to encourage more drivers to use the parking app in the city. It helps decrease the risk of getting a ticket by alerting drivers that their parking space is timing out.
The initiative was timed to coincide with Lancaster City Indie Retail Week | July 15-21. 
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
